Current Situation: Firefighters made good progress overnight. The strong onshore wind decreased, slowing 
the growth of the fire. Crews that have been on the fireline since Wednesday evening will be getting much 
needed rest as new crews arrive from across the state.  
 
Major problems and concerns include weather, steep terrain and limited access to the fire perimter. Strong gusty 
onshore winds are predicted today.  The gusty winds will push the fire further to the east toward the community 
of Bonny Doon.  Conditions continue to be very fluid and may change quickly based on weather factors.  
 
Firefighters will continue to construct fireline around the perimeter of the fire.  Evacuations remain for the 
communities of Bonny Doon and Swanton. Firefighters remain in these communities constructing line and 
protecting structures.  
 
Road Closures: Several road closures are in effect in the fire area and being coordinated by the Santa Cruz 
County Sheriffs Department and the California Highway Patrol.
