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Recommended Evacuation

Wildland fires are threatening the community of Stallion Springs.
The community of Stallion Springs is currently under a recommended evacuation.

A recommended evacuation means that the fire is an imminent threat and all persons in
the evacuation area are strongly advised to leave and seek shelter away from the fire
area. A recommended evacuation will likely be the last warning given.

You Kern County emergency authorities recommend that all persons in the community
of Stallion Springs evacuate as soon as possible.

An emergency evacuation center will be opened at Jacobsen Middle School, 711 Anita
Drive in Tehachapi.

At this point, only the community of Stallion Springs is under a recommended
evacuation. Other communities in the area remain under a precautionary evacuation.
You will be contacted again if the situation changes.
