Current Situation:  There are added evacuations and road closures in place for the following areas:  Hard 
Road Closure at Hwy 44 at Brush Oak.  New evacuations on the south side of Hwy 44 from Viola to 
Brush Oak and on the north side of Hwy 44 from Viola to Alward.  
 
Highway 299 should be used as an alternate route, due to Highway 44 closures.   
 
Manton School has been closed until further notice. 
 
The fire burned actively throughout the night.  Extreme fire behavior has contributed to the rapid spread 
of this fire.  Today’s weather is expected to be in the mid 90’s with relative low humidity and light winds, 
5 to 10 MPH.  The fire is spreading north-northeast from the Manton area towards the communities of 
Shingletown and Viola. The fire is approximately 1 mile from Highway 44.

Manton Road and all roads leading out of Manton 
have been closed.  Hwy. 44 in Shingletown and Viola areas and all road south are in controlled traffic 
mode.
