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The Creek Fire, which began mid-afternoon Tuesday, is 75 percent contained at 1,550 acres.  The fire is located five miles south of the City of Susanville in the Gold Run area.  Full containment is expected at 10p.m. today. The cause of this fire is under investigation.

A major burnout was completed last night on the east flank, which has stopped the forward progress of the fire.  Firefighters will continue to strengthen fire lines throughout the day by mopping up hot spots near the lines.  Firefighters will remain at the scene of the fire in the coming days to assure that the fire in well under control.
A total of 1068 personnel (6 helicopters, 39 hand crews, 25 water tenders, 13 bulldozers and 62 fire engines) working on the fire.  In addition, an Incident Command Team has assumed management of the fire. 
Numerous structures were located in and around the area that Creek Fire burned.  These structures were saved due to the efforts of firefighters and because the homeowners had maintained fire engine accessibility and defensible space.  

State law requires an area of 100 feet of defensible space around homes.  Other things you can do that will increase your home’s chances of surviving an approaching wildfire are:

· Remove flammable vegetation from around propane tanks

· Move flammable items such as wood piles well away from your home

· Be sure your address should be clearly visible from the street    
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
